The Al Tapson AFT 2121 COPE was founded in
1980 in response to the realization that govern-
ment decisions affect the well-being of society and
the Union needed to actively participate in the
political process to effectively represent faculty and
the mission of California’s community colleges. The
AFT 2121 leadership resolved to establish a com-
mittee whose members would work to 1) educate
our faculty and the general population about the
critical issues that affect education, and 2) use the
committee as a vehicle to have a positive political
impact. Throughout the years AFT 2121 COPE has
been instrumental in supporting many important
causes, campaigns, and candidates, including, most
recently, Propositions 30 and A.
